– When towing a trailer, more time
and distance are needed when
passing or stopping.

– Reduce your speed and slow
down more than usual before turn-
ing. Avoid sharp turns.

– When cornering, do it on a larger
radius. It takes more space to turn
with a trailer.

– Always move slowly when backing
up. Ask someone to guide you
when possible. Practice in an open
area at the first opportunity.

– If your trailer starts to sway you
need to react right away. If you see
(or feel) your trailer swaying do
NOT accelerate. Reduce speed by
removing your foot from the accel-
erator. Do not hit the brakes unless
you need them to avoid a collision.
Hold the steering wheel straight,
do not try to correct the sway by
turning. Maintaining a slower
speed will help.

Loss of control of the trailer or trailer/
vehicle combination can result in seri-
ous injury or death. The most common

causes of loss of control of the trailer
are:
– Driving too fast for the conditions.
– Overloading the trailer or loading

the trailer incorrectly.
– Trailer improperly coupled to the

hitch.
– Inadequate towing hitch.
– Not maintaining proper tire

pressure.
– Not keeping wheel lug nuts tight.
– Inadequate maintenance of the

trailer.

MMaanneeuuvveerriinngg iinn RReevveerrssee
On brake-equipped models, it may be
necessary to intall the back-up lock
pin to reverse the trailer when the
trailer connector is disconnected. Pro-
ceed as follow.

This trailer uses a Sure Lube system
on all its axles. Its advantages are as
follow:
– Check on hub and grease with

ease.
– Change the grease in the hub and

bearing (rotate slowly the hub
while putting grease in).

– Grease the bearing without taking
the hubs off.

– Grease the hub with ease, even
during a long trip.

Under the rubber dust cap there is a
grease fitting. The grease fitting
presses grease into the hole that goes
all the way through the center of the
spindle and comes out by the back
bearing. At that point, it greases the
back bearing and fills the inside of the
hub. It then greases the front bearing.
When grease can be seen coming out
of the castle nut, the hub and bearing
are full.

1. Once or twice a year (depending

on usage), install a jack under the
axle and raise until the tire gets off
the ground.

2. Push and pull the wheel from the
upper edge to feel the play and ro-
tate the wheel.

– Check the lubricant level when the
hub is warm.

– Since it is a boat trailer, it is recom-
mended to check just prior to
launching to be sure the hub is full
of grease when the axle is
submerged.

RReeccoommmmeennddeedd LLuubbrriiccaanntt
Any good marine grade water-resist-
ant grease is recommended. Different
types of grease thickeners should not
be mixed.

BBeeaarriinngg RReeppaacckkiinngg
Since wheels and bearings are sub-
merged in the water when loading and
unloading, preventative maintenance
is required. Considering the various
ways this trailer might be used, follow
these general guidelines.

1. When water gets in the bearing
and in contact with the steel itself,
it will rust. So the most important
part is getting a good grade wheel
bearing grease that will not break
down when water is mixed with it.

2. Pack the bearings by forcing the
grease into all its small cavities. Fill
the cavity in the hub with grease.

3. Make sure the grease seals are in
usable condition.

MAINTENANCE AND INSPECTION PROCEDURES
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4. Keep the bearings and grease free
of any dirt or foreign matter.

5. The wheel bearings should be re-
packed anytime the trailer is
stored.

6. If the trailer is often moved in the
water, the chances of getting water
in the bearings increase. Bearings
should then definitely be packed at
least twice during the season.

7. Towing a trailer over long distan-
ces has its good points and bad
points. Doing so may warm the
hub and grease it up enough to re-
move any water it may have col-
lected. However, moving the warm
hubs into the water shortly after a
long tow will cause them to take on
water through condensation. It is
therefore important to let them cool
before backing into the water.

8. Be sure the bearings are properly
adjusted (Refer to Bearing Adjust-
ment). In most instances, if a good
quality lubricant is used and the lu-
bricant levels are maintained, it
may not be necessary to com-
pletely repack the bearings. How-
ever, if the grease appears to be
contaminated or broken down,
completely repack to remove all of
the old grease from the bearings
and hubs. Removing the rear bear-
ing will most likely damage the rear
seal. Install a new one when
reassembling.

BBeeaarriinngg AAddjjuussttmmeenntt
The wheel bearings have been pread-
justed at the factory. However, check-
ing the bearing adjustment after the
first 80.5 km (50 miles) of use and
checking again every time the bear-
ings are repacked will maximize their
life.

1. Using a jack, lift one side of the
trailer.

2. Grip the edge of the wheel and try
to rock it or move it. If there is a
play, remove the dust cap and the
cotter pin.

3. While rotating the wheel, tighten
the spindle nut to specifications.

4. Look for the hole in the spindle
through the slots in the spindle nut.
– If you can see any part of the

Brakes

In most states, trailers with a Gross Vehicle Weight Rating of 3,000 pounds or
more are required by law to have brakes on all wheels.

Upon special request, you can order axles with brake flanges to be able to install
brakes. Brakes are becoming more of a necessity especially since the introduc-
tion of the small size car.

Most trailer brakes are designed to operate automatically when the towing ve-
hicle’s brakes are applied.

When the towing vehicle slows down or stops, the forward momentum of the
trailer against the ball hitch applies pressure to a master cylinder in the trailer
coupler.

This pressure activates the trailer brakes through a hydraulic brake system.
