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FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Q: Why must my snowmobile be registered at the factory? After all
I do have my original invoice as proof of when I purchased my snow-
mobile.

A: Registration is very important and your SKI-DOO dealer must
register your snowmobile with Bombardier. Make sure the reg-
istration form has been sent. All of this will allow you to:

a)  have warranty work performed at any authorized SKI-DOO
dealer in North America. Your registration form will provide
the SKI-DOO dealer with all the necessary data to complete
warranty claim forms.

b) be advised by Bombardier should there be a safety recall or
particular warranty campaign.

c)  be contacted much faster by the police, the minute they find
your stolen snowmobile (if such a case occurs).

Q: Why must my snowmobile be registered with the governing body
having jurisdiction over snowmobile use?

A: Snowmobile registration has two purposes: In many provinces
or states it is mandatory to register a snowmobile in the same
way as for a car. It allows the state or province to maintain
records of existing snowmobiles and governmental agencies
use part of the registration fees for establishing and maintain-
ing trails.

Q: Where can I find information on the lubrication and maintenance
of my snowmobile?

A: In the Operator’s Guide provided with the snowmobile at the
time of delivery.

Q: Will the entire warranty be voided or cancelled, if I do not operate
or maintain my new snowmobile exactly as specified in the Op-
erator’s Guide?

A: The warranty of the new snowmobile cannot be “Voided” or
“Cancelled” if predelivered by an authorized SKI-DOO dealer.
However, if a particular failure is caused by operation or main-
tenance other than is shown in the Operator’s Guide, THAT
failure may not be covered under warranty. This includes ser-
vice work performed by the customer, especially the critical
adjustments: ignition timing, carburetion and oil injection/or oil
mixture.
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Q: Would you give some examples of abnormal use or strain, neglect
or abuse which may affect warranty?

Some
specific examples may include: running the snowmobile out
of oil, chain failure caused by a Iack of lubrication, operating
the snowmobile with a broken or damaged part which causes
another part to fail, and so on. If you have any specific ques-
tions on operation or maintenance, please contact your SKI-
DOO dealer for advice.

Q: What costs are my responsibility during the warranty period?

A: The customer’s responsibility includes all costs of normal main-
tenance services, non-warranty repairs, accidents and collision
damage, as well as oils, and spark plugs, and incidental or con-
sequential damage costs as explained in the warranty.

Q: Are “Genuine” Bombardier replacement parts used in warranty
repairs covered by warranty?

A: Yes. When installed by an authorized SKI-DOO dealer, any
“Genuine” Bombardier part used in warranty repairs assumes
the remaining warranty that exists on the snowmobile.

Q: If I sell my snowmobile within the warranty period, will the new
owner qualify for the balance of the warranty?

A: Yes, provided the re-sale has been registered with the manu-
facturer.

Q: How can I receive the best owner assistance?

A: The satisfaction and goodwill of the owners of Bombardier
products are of primary concern to your SKI-DOO dealer and
Bombardier. Normally, any problems that arise in connection
with the sales transaction or the operation of your snowmobile
will be handled by your SKI-DOO dealers Sales or Service De-
partments.

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1) Throttle Lever

Located on the right side of handlebar. When compressed, it controls
the engine speed and the engagement of the transmission. When
released, engine speed returns automatically to idle.

2) Brake Lever

Located on the left side of handlebar. When compressed, the brake
is applied. When released, it automatically returns to its original po-
sition. Braking effect is proportional to the pressure applied on the
lever and to the type of terrain and its snow coverage.

3) Parking Brake Button

Located on left side of handlebar. Parking brake should be used
whenever snowmobile is parked.

Whenever parking brake is applied and engine is running, injection oil
level/parking brake pilot lamp lights up to remind you that it is en-
gaged.

To engage mechanism, squeeze brake lever and maintain while pull-
ing locking lever with a finger. When brake lever is compressed half-
way the brake should be fully applied.

To release mechanism, squeeze brake lever. Locking lever will auto-
matically return to its original position. Brake lever now returns to rest
position.

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5) Handlebar

Handlebar height is adjustable. See an authorized SKI-DOO dealer.

6) Reverse Button

Some models are equipped with a Rotax Electronic Reverse (RER) con-
trolled by a reverse button.

Driving in reverse is achieved by changing the direction of engine
rotation.

Shifting in reverse is an electronic operation consisting of a control
module that modifies the ignition timing of the engine.

The DESS indicator lamp will blink and a warning buzzer will sound
when the snowmobile is engaged in reverse.

Apply throttle slowly and evenly. Allow drive pulley to engage then
accelerate carefully.

It is recommended to warm up the engine to its normal operating
temperature before shifting.

Shifting procedure will take place only when the engine is running.

Engine will automatically shift into forward when starting after stop-
ping or stalling.

This system is a deterrent against theft. The tether cord provided
with your snowmobile is SKI-DOO dealer programmed and is the only
one that allows engine to turn more than 3000 RPM. If an incorrectly
programmed tether cord is installed the engine can not reach engage-
ment speed required to move vehicle.

Additional Tether Cords

We recommend the purchase of additional tether cord from your au-
thorized SKI-DOO dealer.

Beep and Pilot Lamp Codes

NOTE: Only models with RER have a beeper.

After engine is started 2 beeps and 2 DESS pilot lamp blinks confirm
that the micro-processor has recognized the tether cord. The vehicle
can be normally driven.

A beep per 3 seconds and DESS pilot lamp blinking as same rate
mean that a bad connection has been detected. Vehicle can not be
driven.

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FUEL AND OIL

Recommended Fuel

Use super unleaded gasoline, available from most service stations or
gasohol containing less than 10% of ethanol or methanol. The fuel
used must have an octane number (R + M)/2 of 91 or higher.

NOTE: In most service station pump octane number corresponds to
(R + M)/2 octane number.

When snowmobile is used in powder snow condition and/or at tem-
peratures from and below - 10°C (14°F), we highly recommend the
use of gas line antifreeze in a proportion of 150 ml (5 U.S. on) of gas
line antifreeze added to 40 liters (10-1/2 U.S. gal) of gas.

This precaution is in order to reduce the risk of frozen carburetor(s)
which may lead, in certain cases, to high fuel consumption or severe
damage to engine.

To assure additional protection during the initial engine break-in,
500 mL (18 imp. oz) of recommended injection oil, should be added
to fuel for the first full filling of fuel tank. Always remove and clean
spark plugs after engine break-in.

Belt

A new drive belt requires a break-in period of 50 km (30 miles). Avoid
strong acceleration/deceleration, pulling a load or high speed cruising.

10-Hour Inspection

As with any precision piece of mechanical equipment, we suggest
that after the first 10 hours of operation — 500 km (300 miles) — or
30 days after the purchase, whichever comes first, your snowmobile
be checked by an authorized SKI-DOO dealer. This inspection will
give you the opportunity to discuss the unanswered questions you
may have encountered during the first hours of operation.

The 10-hour inspection is at the expense of the snowmobile
owner.
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PRE-OPERATION CHECK

• Verify that track and idler wheels are unfrozen and free to turn.

• Activate the brake control lever and make sure the brake fully ap-
plies before the brake control lever touches the handlebar grip. It
must fully return when released.

• Check the parking device. Apply parking brake and check if it op-
erates properly.

• Activate the throttle control lever several times to check that it
operates easily and smoothly. It must return to idle position when
released.

• Check operation of ignition switch, start button, headlight switch
(HI-LO), taillight, brake light, indicator lights and tether and emer-
gency cut-out switches engine stop switch.

• Verify that skis and steering operate freely. Check corresponding
action skis versus handlebar.

• Check fuel and injection oil for levels and leaks. Replenish as nec-
essary and see an authorized SKI-DOO dealer in case of any leaks.

� WARNING
The pre-operation check is very important prior to operating
the vehicle. Always check the proper operation of critical con-
trols, safety features and mechanical components before start-
ing. If not done as specified here, severe injury or death might
occur.

� WARNING
Always use a mechanical snowmobile stand to properly sup-
port vehicle during any track verification. Slowly accelerate en-
gine in order to rotate track at very low speed when it is not on
ground.

Throttle lever must operate easily and smoothly. It must re-
turn to idle position when released.

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OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Principle of Operation

Propulsion

Depressing throttle lever increases engine RPM causing the drive
pulley to engage. For most models engine RPM must be between
2500 and 4200 before drive pulley engagement will occur.

Outer sheave of drive pulley moves toward inner sheave, forcing
drive belt to move upward on the drive pulley and simultaneously
forcing the sheaves apart on the driven pulley.

The driven pulley senses the load on the track and limits the belt
movement. The result is a continuous change in the ratio of the two
pulleys which maximizes acceleration and forward movement of the
vehicle.

Power is transferred to the track through the chaincase or gearbox
and drive axle.

Turning

Handlebar controls the direction of travel of the vehicle. As the han-
dlebar is rotated to right or left, the skis are turned in the direction of
intended travel.

� WARNING
Proceed with pre-operation check list before riding.

� WARNING
Do not operate engine with hood open or belt guard removed.

� WARNING
Always use a mechanical snowmobile stand to properly sup-
port vehicle during any track verification.

This vehicle is equipped with a DPM (Digital Performance Manage-
ment) system that takes care of carburetor calibration according to
altitude and temperature. The only operation to be done is starting
the engine.

However, in very cold temperature, it may be necessary to use the
emergency choke. Operation of this choke is the same as described
above.

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Manual Starting

All Models

Insert the key if so equipped in the ignition switch and turn to ON posi-
tion.

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TROUBLESHOOTING

SYMPTOM: Engine turns over but fails to start.

POSSIBLE CAUSES WHAT TO DO

1. Ignition switch, emergency cut-out 
switch or tether switch is in the 
OFF position.

Place all switches in the ON position.

2. Mixture not rich enough to start 
cold engine.

Check fuel tank level and check start-
ing procedure, particularly use of the
choke.

3. Flooded engine
(spark plug wet when removed).

Do not choke. Remove wet spark plug,
turn ignition switch to OFF and crank
engine several times. Install clean dry
spark plug. Start engine following
usual starting procedure. If engine
continues to flood, see an authorized
SKI-DOO dealer.

4. No fuel to the engine
(spark plug dry when removed).

Check fuel tank level; turn fuel valve
on if applicable; check fuel filter; re-
place if clogged; check condition of
fuel and impulse lines and their con-
nections. A failure of the fuel pump or
carburetor has occurred. Contact an
authorized SKI-DOO dealer.

5. Spark plug/ignition (no spark). Remove spark plug(s) then reconnect
to spark cap. Check that emergency
cut-out switch is at the ON position
and the tether cut-out switch cap is
snapped over the receptacle. Start en-
gine with spark plug(s) grounded to
engine away from spark plug hole. If
no spark appears, replace spark plug.
If trouble persists, contact an autho-
rized SKI-DOO dealer.

6. Engine compression. As the engine is pulled over with the
rewind starter, “cycles” of resistance
should be felt as piston goes past
top dead center (each piston on twin-
cylinder engines). If no pulsating re-
sistance is felt, it suggests a major
loss of compression. Contact an au-
thorized SKI-DOO dealer.
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SYMPTOM: Engine lacks acceleration or power.

POSSIBLE CAUSES WHAT TO DO

1. DESS has not read tether cord.
Engine can not exceed 3000 RPM.

DESS pilot lamp blinks once every 3
seconds, beeper sounds every 3 sec-
onds as well. Properly install tether
cord.

2. DESS is activated.
Engine can not exceed 3000 RPM.

DESS pilot lamp blinks rapidly and
beeps are heard. Install appropriate
tether cord.

3. Fouled or defective spark plug. Check item 5 of “Engine turns over but
fails to start”.

4. Lack of fuel to engine. Check item 4 of “Engine turns over but
fails to start”.

5. Carburetor adjustments. Contact an authorized SKI-DOO dealer.

6. Drive belt worn too thin. If the drive belt has lost more than
3 mm (1/8 in) of its original width, it
will affect vehicle performance.

7. Drive and driven pulleys require 
servicing.

Contact an authorized SKI-DOO dealer.

8. Engine is overheating. On liquid cooled engines, check cool-
ant level, pressure cap and for air locks
in cooling system.
On fan cooled engines, check fan belt
and its tension; clean cooling fins of
engine; if overheating persists, con-
tact an authorized SKI-DOO dealer.
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SYMPTOM: Engine backfires.

POSSIBLE CAUSES WHAT TO DO

1. DESS has not read tether cord.
Engine can not exceed 3000 RPM.

DESS pilot lamp blinks once every 3
seconds, beeper sounds every 3 sec-
onds as well. Properly install tether
cord.

2. DESS is activated.
Engine can not exceed 3000 RPM.

DESS pilot lamp blinks rapidly and
beeps are heard.

3. Faulty spark plug
(carbon accumulation).

See item 5 of “Engine turns over but
fails to start”.

4. Engine is running too hot. See item 8 of “Engine lacks accelera-
tion or power”.

5. Ignition timing is incorrect or there 
is an ignition system failure.

Contact an authorized SKI-DOO dealer.

SYMPTOM: Engine misfires.

POSSIBLE CAUSES WHAT TO DO

1. DESS has not read tether cord.
Engine can not exceed 2500 RPM.

DESS pilot lamp blinks once every 3
seconds, beeper sounds every 3 sec-
onds as well. Properly install tether
cord.

2. DESS is activated.
Engine can not exceed 2500 RPM.

DESS pilot lamp blinks rapidly and a
continuous beep is heard. Install ap-
propriate tether cord.

3. Fouled/defective/
worn spark plugs.

Clean/verify spark plug and heat range.
Replace as required.

4. Too much oil supplied to engine. Improper oil pump adjustment, refer
to an authorized SKI-DOO dealer.

5. Water in fuel. Drain fuel system and refill with fresh
fuel.
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SYMPTOM: Snowmobile cannot reach full speed.

POSSIBLE CAUSE WHAT TO DO

1. DESS has not read tether cord.
Engine can not exceed 3000 RPM.

3. Drive belt. Check item 6 of “Engine lacks acceler-
ation or power”.

4. Incorrect track adjustment. See MAINTENANCE section and/or
SKI-DOO dealer for proper alignment
and tension adjustments.

5. Pulleys misaligned. Contact an authorized SKI-DOO dealer.

6. Engine. See items 3 to 8 of “Engine lacks ac-
celeration or power”.
