6. Break-in

Note

Proper break-in allows outboard 
motor to deliver it full performance for 
longer service life.

Operating the outboard motor without 
break-in can shorten service life of the 
product.
If any abnormality is experienced 
during the break-in:
● Discontinue the operation 

immediately.
● Have the dealer check the product 

and take proper action(s) if 
necessary.

! CAUTION

Do not operate the outboard motor 
in closed area or area with no forced 
ventilation.
Exhaust gas emitted by this outboard 
motor contains carbon monoxide that 
will cause death if inhaled continuously. 
Inhaling the gas initially causes 
symptoms such as feeling of sickness, 
drowsiness and headache.
During operation of the outboard motor:
● Keep peripheral area well ventilated.
● Always attempt to stay on the 

windward side of emission.

! DANGER
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Oil pressure is required to lubricate 
internal engine parts.
When the warning lamp (Red) is off, it 
indicates that oil pressure is present.

• Routine maintenance parts and services including but not limited to: maintenance requirements, en-
gine and lower unit oil changes, lubrication, valve and linkage adjustments and replacement of fuses, 
zinc anodes, thermostats, timing belts, starter motor bushings, trim motor brushes, filters, propellers, 
propeller bushings and spark plugs;
• Damage caused by improper or lack of installation, maintenance, winterization and/or storage, fail-
ure to follow the procedures and recom mendations in the Operator’s Guide;

• Replacement of parts due to normal wear and tear;

Use of higher 
octane fuels is not harmful, but also not necessary.

What kind of oil does my Evinrude 4-Stroke outboard require?

Evinrude/Johnson Ultra 4–Stroke outboard oil is recommended for use in Evinrude 
4-Stroke outboards.

If Evinrude/Johnson Ultra 4–Stroke outboard oil is not available, use a high quality 
SAE 10W–30, or 10W–40 oil with the NMMA certification FC-W, or with API rating 
SF, SG, SH, SJ, Sl, SM.

Choose 10W–30, or 10W–40 oil based on ambient operating temperature. Refer to 
Oil Requirements on page 19.

Where should I take my Evinrude 4-Stroke outboard for service?

For repairs covered under warranty, you must take your Evinrude 4-Stroke out-
board to an authorized dealer. BRP-approved dealers and distributors have re-
ceived the necessary training to properly service your outboard. Contact BRP for 
an authorized Evinrude dealer near you.
