USA and Canada - having a posted
pump Octane Rating of 87 (R +M)/2
minimum. Premium gasoline (92 [R+M]/2
Octane) is also acceptable. Do not use
leaded gasoline.

Outside USA and Canada - Use
unleaded gasoline with declared octane
rating of 90 RON or over. Use of premium
gasoline of 98 RON is also allowed. Use
of name-brand leaded gasoline may be
allowed only if unleaded gasoline is not
available.

GASOLINES CONTAINING ALCOHOL

The fuel system components on your
Evinrude engine will withstand up to 10%
alcohol content in the gasoline. But if
the gasoline in your area contains either
methanol (methyl alcohol) or ethanol
(ethyl alcohol), you should be aware of
certain adverse effects that can occur.
These adverse effects are more severe
with methanol. Increasing the percentage
of alcohol in the fuel can also worsen
these adverse effects. Some of these
adverse effects are caused because



the alcohol in the gasoline can absorb

moisture from the air, resulting in a

separation of the water/alcohol from the

gasoline in the fuel tank.

These may cause increased:

@ Corrosion of metal parts

@ Deterioration of rubber or plastic
parts

@ Fuel permeation through rubber fuel
lines

@ Starting and operating difficulties

/N WARNING

Fuel leakage can cause fire or explosion,
potentially leading to severe injury or
loss of life. Every fuel system part should
be checked periodically, and especially
after long term storage, for fuel leak,
change of hardness of rubber, expansion
and/or corrosion of metals. In case any
indication of fuel leakage or degradation
of fuel part is found, replace relevant part
immediately before continuing operation.

If the use of gasoline containing
alcohol is inevitable, or presence of
alcohol is suspected in the gasoline,
it is recommended to add a filter that
has water separating capability, and
check the fuel system for leaks and
mechanical parts for corrosion and
abnormal wear more frequently.

And, in case any of such abnormality
is found, discontinue the use of such
gasoline and contact our dealer
immediately.

Damages resulting from the use of
gasolines that contain alcohol are not
covered under the limited warranty.
Fuel tank capacity :

12 liters (3.17 U.S. gal)

Fuel Tank : When using a fixed fuel
tank in place of genuine fuel tank, it is
recommended to select a one with a
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structure facilitating interior cleaning.

/N WARNING

Do not fill the fuel tank over capacity. The
rise of gasoline temperature may cause
gasoline to expand which, if overfilled,
may leak through air vent screw when it
is open. Leaking gasoline is a dangerous
fire hazard.

A\ CAUTION

When operating a Evinrude engine on
gasoline containing alcohol, storage of
gasoline in the fuel tank for long periods
should be avoided. Long periods of
storage, common to boats, create
unique problems. In cars, alcohol blend
fuels normally are consumed before
they can absorb enough moisture to
cause trouble, but boats often sit idle
long enough for phase separation
to take place. In addition, internal
corrosion may take place during storage
if alcohol has washed protective oil films
from internal components.

2. Low permeation fuel hose requirement

mental Protection Agency (EPA) re-
quire "lowpermeability" fuel hose, fuel
primer bulbs, portable fuel tanks and
fuel caps to be used with outboard
engines.

The Environmental Protect ion Agency

(EPA) required portable fuel systems

that are produced after January 1,

2011 for use with outboard engines to

remain fully sealed (pressurized) up

to 34.4 kPa (5.0 psi). These tanks may
contain the following:

@ An air inlet that opens to allow air to
enter as the fuel is drawn out of the
tank.

@ An air outlet that opens (vents) to
the atmosphere if pressure exceeds
34.4 kPa (5.0 psi). A hissing noise
may be heard as the tank vents to
the atmosphere. This is normal.

@ When installing the fuel tank cap,
turn the cap to the right until you
hear two clicks. This signals that
the fuel cap is fully seated. A built-
in device prevents overtightening.

@ The fuel tank has a manual vent
screw which should be closed for
transportation and full open for
operation and cap removal.

Since sealed fuel tanks are not openly
vented, they will expand and contract
as the fuel expands and contracts
during heating and cooling cycles of
the outside air. This is normal.

To keep your outboard motor in the
best operating condition, it is very
important that you perform daily and
periodic maintenance as suggested
in the maintenance schedules that
follow.

@ Your personal safety and that of your
passengers depends on how well
you maintain your outboard motor.
Carefully observe all of the inspec-
tion and maintenance procedures
described in this section.

@ The maintenance intervals shown in
the checklist apply to an outboard
motor in normal use. If you use your
outboard motor under severe condi-
tions such as frequent full-throttle op-
eration, frequent operation in brack-
ish water, or for commercial use,
maintenance should be performed at
shorter intervals. If in doubt, consult
your dealer for advice.

@ We strongly recommend that you
use only genuine replacement parts
on your outboard motor. Damage to
your outboard motor arising from the
use of other than genuine parts is not
covered under the warranty.

EPA Emissions Regulations

EPA (United States Environmental
Protection Agency) has emission
regulations regulating air pollution
from new outboard motors. All new
outboard motors manufactured by us
are certified to EPA as conforming to
the requirements of the regulations.
This certification depends upon
factory standards. Therefore, factory
specifications must be followed when
servicing emission related controls,
or making adjustments.

@ Do not replenish engine oil over
upper limit. If overfilled, remove oil
to upper limit. If engine oil is over
the upper limit, it can leak potentially
leading to engine damage.
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Washing outboard motor

If outboard motor is used in salt
water, brackish water or water with a
high acidic level, use fresh water to
remove salt, chemicals or mud from
exterior and cooling water passage
after every cruising or before storing
outboard motor for long time. Before
flushing, remove the propeller and the
forward thrust holder.

/\ CAUTION

Keep cooling water passage free of
clogs, or lack of cooling water flow
could lead to engine overheating, po-
tentially resulting in engine trouble.

It is recommended to check chemical
properties of water on which your
outboard motor is regularly used.

/N WARNING

Do not start engine without removing
propeller, or accidentally turning
propeller could cause personal injury.

Never start or operate the engine
indoors or in any space which is not
well ventilated.

Cleaning the fuel filters and the
fuel tank

stopping it.

@ Place fuel filter away from every
source of ignition such as sparks or
open flames.

@ Wipe off gasoline well immediately if
spilled.

@ Install fuel filter with all related parts
in place, or fuel leak could occur,
leading to catching fire or explosion.

@ Check fuel system regularly for leak-
age.

@ Contact an authorized dealer for
fuel system services. Services by
unqualified person could lead to
engine damage.

Bombardier Recreational Products* (“BRP”) warrants its 2012 Evinrude® outboard engines sold by au-
thorized Evinrude dealers in the fifty United States and Canada (“Product”) from defects in material or
workmanship for the period and under the conditions described below.

2. EXCLUSIONS — The following are not warranted under any circumstances:

. Replacement of parts due to normal wear and tear;

. Routine maintenance parts and services including but not limited to: maintenance requirements, en-
gine and lower unit oil changes, lubrication, valve and linkage adjustments and replacement of fuses,
zinc anodes, thermostats, timing belts, starter motor bushings, trim motor brushes, filters, propellers,
propeller bushings and spark plugs;

. Damage caused by improper or lack of installation, maintenance, winterization and/or storage, fail-
ure to follow the procedures and recom mendations in the Operator’s Guide;

TWELVE (12) CONSECUTIVE MONTHS for commercial use, except that exhaust emission-related com-
ponents are warranted for sixty (60) consecutive months or one hundred seventy five (175) hours of engine
use, whichever occurs first; and evaporative emission related components are warranted for twenty-four
(24) consecutive months. The Product is used commercially when it is used in connection with any work or
employment that generates income, during any part of the warranty period. The Product is also used com-
mercially when, at any point during the warranty period, it is installed on a boat that has commercial tags or
is licensed for commercial use. Please see your Authorized Evinrude Outboard Engine Dealer for emission-
related service.

In cases where the delivery date is not established to BRP’s satisfaction, the date of sale will be used to de-
termine the warranty start date.

The repair or replacement of parts or the performance of service to Product under this warranty does not ex-
tend the life of this limited warranty beyond its original expiration date. All Evinrude/Johnson® Genuine Parts
and accessories installed by an authorized dealer at the time of sale, including but not limited to propellers,
bear the standard BRP parts and accessories one-year limited warranty.

California residents who purchased or warranty-registered a Product in California should refer to BRP’s Cali-
fornia Emissions Control Warranty Statement.

5. CONDITIONS TO HAVE WARRANTY COVERAGE

This warranty coverage is available only on Evinrude outboard engines purchased as new and unused from
a dealer authorized to distribute Evinrude products in the country in which the sale occurred (“Dealer”), and
then only after the BRP specified pre-delivery inspection process has been completed and documented by
the purchaser and Dealer. Warranty coverage only becomes available upon proper registration of Product
by Dealer or owner.

Only the original purchaser and any subsequent owners who reside in the United States and Canada and
have purchased Product from a U.S. or Canadian Dealer are eligible for warranty registration and warranty
coverage hereunder. Such limitations are necessary in order to allow BRP to protect the safety of its prod-
ucts, its consumers, and the general public.

As outlined in the Operator’s Guide, timely routine required maintenance must be performed to maintain
warranty coverage. BRP may require proof of proper maintenance prior to authorizing warranty coverage.

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Your emission control system may include parts such as the carburetor or fuel injection system, the ignition
system, and catalytic converter. Also included may be hoses, belts, connectors, and other emission-related
assemblies.

Where a warrantable condition exists, BRP will repair your outboard at no cost to you including diagnosis,
parts, and labor provided that such work is performed by an authorized BRP dealer.

Manufacturer’s Limited Warranty Coverage

This emission limited warranty covers Evinrude outboards certified and produced by BRP for sale in Cali-
fornia, that are originally sold in California to a California resident, or subsequently warranty-registered to a
California resident. The BRP U.S. and Canada limited warranty conditions for Evinrude outboards are still
applicable to these models with the necessary modifications.

Select emission control parts of your Evinrude 4-Stroke outboard are warranted from the date of purchase
by the first retail consumer or the date the product is first put to use, whichever occurs first, for a period of: 4
years, or for 250 hours of use, whichever occurs first.

However, warranty coverage based on the hourly period is only permitted for outboards equipped with the
appropriate hour meters or their equivalent.
